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Introduction

JOHN JAMES AUDUBON (17€8-1851)

ean-Jeccoues -- or John James -~ Audubon was born
Lrril 26, 1785 at Les Cayes, Ssnto Domingo [now Haiti -- then
the French colony of Salnt-Domingue]. His father, a French
neval officer, merchant-trader and plantatieon ovner, took his
son back to France in 1789. Jean-Jaccues svent the rest of
hls erlldhood and sdolescence at the family estate of La
terbetidre, nesr Nantes, and then, *n 1802-1803, studied
raving for a brief veried under J.-L., David in Paris,

In 1803, J. J. Audubon was sent to America (vessibly to
2void conserivntien) where he first lived at "Mill Grove' ferm
near Philadelphia., In 1805 he went back to France for a short
veriod, then returned to "Mill Grove® in 1806. Audubon married
Lucy BZakewell, who lived with her English parents en & nearby
farm, in 1808.

Audubon then moved to Louisville, Kentuecky, where he
enrered in business with Ferdinand Rozier; later he had a mlll
in Henderson, Kentucky; and still later earned his living by
teaching and Frav ng in the vicinlity of New Orlesns. During
21l this merioed, extending from 1808 to 1824, Audubon observed
and Adrew the birds thich were later to make niﬂ famous.,

In 1826 Audubon went to Eurcpe in an attempt to find a
publisher for his drswings, Exhiblits, notably at Edinburgh,
attrected wide attention, and resulted in arrangements -- firsg,
w1tk "i1lliam Lizars of Edinburgh and then vwith the Havells,
Zovert Sr, and Jr,, of London -- for the sublication of The

Birds of Anmerica,

The oubliestion of The Birds occuvnied eleven yesrs -- from
77 to 1838, Audubon made several sojourns in Eurove to over-
the publication 2nd to obtain subscribers; he also nade
everel "field trine" in America -- notably to Florids in 1822
snd to Labrador in 1833 -- teo study and draw new birds. He was
ailded throughout, in both the business and artistic aspects of
the enternrise, by his wife and by his two sons, Viector Audubon

and John YWoodhouse Audubon,

A Tew of the plgt»s were given avay, end tne remainder were
eventually sent to the :nsonie Brass and Coonper Co,, of Ansonia,
Connecticut,

About 1873, 2 voung boy named Charles A. Cowles, who was
interegted in birds, he-pened to be 2t the Ansonla reflnery, and
noticed there nictures of birde on nletes thet were belng loaded
into one of tne furnaces, Young Co-les finally succeeded in hav-
inc some of the pletes saved, Roughly forty of the nlates are
tnown to survive todav.

a shrub discovered by John Bartram in 1765
growlng near Fort Barrington on the Altamaha
River in Georgia. Bartram named 1t in honor
of Benjamin Franklin. It has never been found
growing as a wild plant since 1790, and is
known today only as a cultivated garden shrub.

Audubon Anthology

RAWING on the resources of

several University departments
and of private collections of Princeton
alummi and friends, the Firestone Li-
brary is presenting this month in its
spacious Exhibition Gallery an Audu- -
bon Anthology, a collection of draw-



| ings, plates, prints, books, manuscripts
| and letters relating to the lifetime work
of the famous American naturalist,
John James Audubon.

Items in the exhibition range all the
way from the famous elephant folio
set of “Birds of America,” weighing
fifty pounds, to an impression in red
sealing wax of Audubon’s personal
seal. The folio set, composed of four
volumes measuring 37% by 2534
inches, contains 435 plates. It was or-
iginally- owned by Stephen Van Rens-
selaer (Princeton 1808), who was No.
32 on Audubon’s list of “subscribers,
- and it was presented to the University
| Library in 1927 by a descendant.

The design for the seal was drawn
by Audubon himself—a “thumbnail
sketch” completed in 23 minutes of
his well-known drawing of the Amer-
ican Wild Turkey, to which was added
the motto, “America my country.”

One of the most interesting objects
is a muzzle-loading gun which ac-
companied the naturalist on many of
his field trips. It has been lent to the
Library from the collection of John S.

“Williams '24. Other iterns have come
from the collection of Henry L. Sav-
age ’17 and Mrs. Savage. University-
owned items were confributed by the
