This fourth-century manuscript is, s8 its name
implies, in the VYatlean Library where 1t has been kepi
since the fAifteenth century. Ths Vaticanus llke the
fpdex Sinaitieus is much nmutilatsd but it covers both
of the Testamenis., For centuries it was so Jealously
suarded that no outside student was permitied bto study
it, but in 18390-90, it was made availeble ln a phote-
prophic eony. It is belleved to have oripinated in
Alexandria, Soypt, and comprises 759 lenves on this
vellum of wideh 1&2 are of the Tew Testanent,

It was at this date divided into four volumes; the first
three containing the Old Testament,and the fourth the
New Testament and the Enistles of Pope Clement,

The Codez Alexandrinus consistas of 773 lsaves of
whieh 630 belong to the 0lad Testament and 143 to the New
Teatament. It was written in Alexandrla during the first
half of the fifth ecentury by flve saridbes.

Burham Book, consists of 258 leaves of thiok vellum and
cantains the Four Gosnels in Latin with an interlinesr
Xorthumbrian Gleas., (A gless differs from a translation
in thst 1t construes the texi word for word, between ine
lines, without much regard to the grammatical arrangement).
The Latin text was written on the island of lLindisfarne
by ﬁiShep Eadfrlith about 700 A.D. in honor of hls predecessor
3t. futhbert. The interlinesr gless on the Yorthumberland
Alalect was probably added more than two centuries later.
The manusarint wae kent at Lindisfare until the Danigh
invasion when it was carried for gsafety to Durham. It

was purchased in the sevenieenth esentury by Bir Robert
Cotton from whom 1t paseed tc the British Huseum.
