CYPRUS - COUNCIL OF EUROPE DECISION OF JANUARY 1979

The undersigned organisations express sentiments of indignation and
disappointment, which surely they share with other Greeks, at the unaccept-
able decision of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe of
January 22, 1979, concerning Cyprus.

This Decision puts on an equal footing the perpetrator and the victim
of the Cyprus tragedy. It sanctions, in effect, the invasion of Cyprus, the
occupation of 38.5% of its territory, the expulsion of 200,000 Cypriot citi-
zens from their homes, and the whole collection of violations of human
rights committed by the invaders, violations which have been attested with
objectivity and care by the appropriate body of the Council of Europe itself,
the European Commission of Human Rights, in their Report of June 1977.

This Decision also puts on an equal footing the above Report of the
European Commission and the Memorandum submitted to that Commis-
sion by the Turkish Government, the very Government charged with the
violations being investigated and reported upon. The Committee of Min-
isters, in this Decision, makes no mention of the refusal by the Turkish
side either to co-operate with the Commission on Human Rights, or to
permit its delegation to enter the occupied area of Cyprué to investigate the
charges in question. The Committee of Ministers appears, thus, to reward
Turkish intransigednce. It violates the fundamental principle of all justice,
including, of course, the Convention of Rome for the Protection of Human
Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, that noone may be judge in this own
cause (nemo judex in re sua).

This Decision overlooks the fact that the reestablishment of peace and
confidence between the two communities can only be realised through an ob-
jective assesment, by condemnation of illegality, and with justice to the in-
jured party. Such is the very role of the objective and unbiased third party,
the mediator, to any dispute. In no other way can an appropriate frame-
work be established for reaching a just and therefore lasting solution. We
cannot fail to note, also, that the word «just» is nowhere to be found in this
Decision, nor is there any reference to the principles of thes United Nations
Charter or the Decisions of the General Assembly and Security Counci]
of the United Nations, fundamental to the Cyprus question.

THE CYPRUS CHALLENGE

HE decision of the Greek Government to bring the thorny issue of

Cyprus before the United Nations General Assembly in the autumn,

unless the British Government in the interval agree to open bilateral
talks on the island’s future, follows inevitably on the futile and negative
debate in the House of Lords on February 23rd, and the subsequent curt
statement in the Commons by Mr. Eden that ‘“‘Her Majesty’s Government
cannot agree to discuss the status of Cyprus”. The student demonstra-
tions in Athens, Salonika and Cyprus; the smashing of the windows of the
British Consulate in the island of Rhodes and the consequent protest by the
British Ambassador in Athens, Sir Charles Peake, all ensuing on the visit
of Archbishop Makarios, the leader of the ENOSIS movement, to the
Greek capital and to Rhodes; and the bitter criticism in the Athenian Press
of what is described as ‘‘the intransigent and indifferent attitude of Britain’’,
not only serve to show that Hellenic emotions and tempers are running high,
but that the romantic and traditional Anglo-Greek friendship, which has
lasted from the time of Byron, is under severe strain. In the emotionally
super-charged situation which has developed, the Greek Government,
obliged to adopt a firm pro-Enosis policy in view of “the strong feelings of
Greek public opinion in this matter”’—as pointed out in Athens to me by
Mzr. Alexis Kyrou, Director-General of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs—
has shown commendable restraint and a sensible appreciation of British
difficulties. That there is a serious prospect of Russia cashing-in on this
vexed question there is no doubt, and her role will be far from disinterested
or altruistic.

The Greek Prime Minister, Field-Marshal Papagos, told me, in an inter-
view, that a suitable solution might even now result from an Anglo-Greek
exchange of views on the principal points of a constitution to be offered to
the Cypriots. This offer should be coupled with a formal guarantee that
after two, three, or four years after enactment of the constitution, the
Cypriot people would be called upon to make their decision on Enosis by a
referendum. The Greek Premier informed me that the Greek Govern-
ment would definitely bring the dispute before the United Nations in the
autumn, unless Great Britain agreed to open talks. They would, however,
wait until the last minute, that is, until August 22nd. As to the possibility
of the vote going against Greece, the Field-Marshal said he could not
imagine the United Nations voting against the principles of the Charter,
but in the hypothetical event of an adverse vote, Greece would not give up
the fight, but continue to press with vigour for the right of self-determina-
tion and freedom from colonial rule of the Cyprus people. He did not
think the strategical importance of Cyprus was an argument of substance
against Enosis, since Britain and the United States knew very well they
could have all the bases and military facilities they required on Greek
territory. Greece did not desire a situation where the Russians would
support the Greek case in the United Nations, but the attitude of Britain
forced them to bring the matter before the international forum.
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Greek Foreign Policy Since 1974:
Quest for Independence

A state’s foreign policy is not conducted in a vacuum. As states
pursue their long- and short-term goals, regimes and their policy
makers pursue adaptive strategies intended to balance both internal
and external demands and to enable them to pursue new opportu-
nities (cf. Rosenau 1981: 58). A frequent foreign policy goal for
nation-states, and one of particular importance in the history of the
Greek nation, is the retention of the state’s integrity as a significant
independent entity in its relations with other states.

This paper analyzes the influence of the regime changes in 1974
and 1981 on the conduct and evolution of Greek foreign policy.
These dates mark significant events in Greek politics: 1974 saw the
collapse of the 7 year military dictatorship and the transition of
Greece to democracy under a new republican constitution. In 1981,
Greek voters for the first time in modern Greek history elected a
socialist party and abandoned decades of conservative rule. Both
transitions—{rom dictatorship to democracy and from conservative
to socialist rule—produced changes in the definition and conduct of
foreign policy. I investigate the nature of these changes; whether
they were actually substantive, or merely stylistic, and how they
reflected the various regimes’ belief systems. 1 also consider the
strategies of the foreign governments with which Greece had to deal
and the kind of adaptations to those strategies the Greek regimes
pursued before 1974 in order to see how these may have influenced
the new regime policies. The emphasis here is, therefore, on the
post-1974 period, the internal and external pressures to which the
two regimes responded and the consequences of their decisions for
Greece’s place in the international world.
